Conversation Starter: High School Students

Use the following conversation starters when talking with high school students at a local career fair,
when you have a class touring your facility, etc. The bolded words are what is most important to this
particular group.

Conversation Starter: Technical/ Community College Students

candidates for your company. The bolded words are what is most important to this particular group.

Conversation Starter: Parents
